Notice Regarding Reporting Sexual Abuse of a Minor

It is the policy of the Diocese of Scranton to report any allegation of sexual abuse of a minor to law enforcement. If you are a victim of sexual
abuse committed by a priest, deacon, religious or lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton, you are encouraged to immediately
report the matter to law enforcement.

Following the homily at the
Holy Thursday Mass, members of the congregation
sit and have their feet washed by the priest, who
plays the role of Christ. One by one, the priest will
wash the participant’s feet with a basin and a towel.

It is a reminder that we are of the Body of Christ and
as such, and as his followers, we too are called to
serve others in a spirit of humility. And we are to do
so, even if we do not feel the desire to do so.
